THE NATURE OF THE HONORS PROGRAM

An important principle of our program is that students and faculty together will form a unified learning
community, to which all will contribute and from which all will benefit. Within such a community, diversity is
more desirable than cookie-cutter sameness. In other words, we aren’t looking for a single learning style or
personality type, rather for participants who understand their responsibility to the community as well as to their
own learning.

The purpose of the application is not to see whether applicants conform to a preconceived profile. Instead, it
aims to help everyone concerned understand the kind of educational experience that will benefit each
individual best. For students, it is essential that they discover as much as possible about the Honors Program
before agreeing to participate. For teachers and administrators, understanding student perceptions helps us
do a better job of molding our program to provide the best possible learning environment.



YOUR PERCEPTION OF THE PROGRAM

Please answer the following questions in just a sentence or two.

1. What is it about our program that seems especially appealing to you?

2. What, if anything, raises questions or makes you feel uncomfortable?

Written Statement: A liberal arts education like that provided at Stetson University is about much more than
mere specialization or preparation for a job. Of course we do require our students to specialize in a particular
major, and we do expect them to obtain the skills they will need in order to enjoy a successful career.
However, we believe that mere skill and specialized knowledge are insufficient in themselves to prepare our
graduates to experience a fulfilling and responsible life. They are but the beginning of true education, not the
end. The Stetson University Honors Program aims to help provide the “something more.”

We would like you to write a statement of 750 - 1000 words in which you explain how your participation in this
Honors program will help both you as a unique individual and your fellow participants to obtain that
“something more” than mere skill or knowledge you have come to college to pursue. In other words, we are
interested both in what you hope to gain from the program and in what you hope to contribute.

There can be no standard formula or template for such a statement. There can be no “right” or “wrong” way to
pursue the task. Instead we want you to find the approach that's most comfortable for you personally, that
best expresses what you as an individual are really about.

No research per se is required for this statement, though you might find it helpful to consult the “mission
statements” for Stetson University and the College of Arts and Sciences in the university bulletin. You might
also find it helpful to check information about the Honors Program that you've already been sent or that's
available on line.

If you'd like to communicate with someone about the statement or the program itself, just contact the program
director. We are eager to help, but not to push in any particular direction. This is, again, about your personal
aspirations, not about conformity to some external model.
