CURRICULUM DEVELOPMENT
International Human Rights Seminar:  Transition to Democracy in South Africa
This course focused on life under apartheid and the human rights violations that took place during this era as well as the challenges of transitioning to democracy and drafting a new constitution. (class was taught every Fall semester from 1996-2002)

Race & the Law Seminar
In the first half of this advanced research and writing seminar students are introduced to legal definitions of race; slavery and post-emancipation laws that proscribed racial relationships; as well as the impact of immigration laws on racially designated groups. The second half of the course focuses on a wide variety of contemporary civil and criminal legal issues that students choose as topics for their research papers. (1999 – present)

Juvenile Criminal Law 
This class focuses on preparing law students to represent juveniles in the juvenile and adult criminal legal system. The course includes history of the juvenile court system and current issues related to juveniles being tried as adults.  Law students  interview juveniles, prepare and argue a motion for suppression of a confession, and engage in simulated plea negotiations. (2006-2017)

Social Justice Advocacy & the Law 
This course introduces law students to alternative ways of using their law degrees to assist community organizations and individuals in pursuing social justice causes.  Through a mixture of dialogue, lectures, guest speakers, video presentations, journaling and group activities, students are introduced to holistic lawyering, movement lawyering, cause lawyering, public interest lawyering, and economic development.  (2017 – present)

Diverse Issues in Advocacy 
This three day (20 hour) weekend class introduces law students to race, age and LGBTQ bias issues that arise in the courtroom. Students are introduced to the concept of implicit bias and how to address these issues in voir dire, written motions and oral advocacy inside and outside of the courtroom.   (March 2018?)
 

Advocacy, Activism, & Social Change 
This 3 hour class was designed for high school students enrolled in a week long summer civics course at the law school.  It introduced them to voting rights, self and community advocacy, and the power of citizen activism in changing the law to achieve equal justice. (July 2021 - present)


Policing & You: 4th Amendment Law for Teens 
This 3 hour class was designed for high school students enrolled in a week long summer civics course at the law school.  It introduced students to search and seizure law, how to interact with police and school officials investigating crimes and misconduct, and engaged the teenagers in 
dialog about the difference between policing of adults and juveniles. (July 2021- present)


The Impact of Covid-19 on the Criminal Legal System and Human Rights 
This course focused on the impact of Covid-19 on jails, prisons and courtrooms. It also provided students with an opportunity to research and write about the impact that Covid-19 was having on the most vulnerable populations in the Native American, Latino, and African American communities.  (June 2020)

Trauma, Secondary Trauma & Self Care for Lawyers
This three hour course introduces law students to the impact of Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACEs), secondary trauma and the importance of self-care in the legal profession. It includes a series of self-reflective exercises and data about the challenges related to maintaining well being as a lawyer. (2017 – present)


Compassionate Release Clinic 
This course was designed and taught in conjunction with the Federal Public Defenders Office of the Middle District of Florida. Students worked with attorneys to file motions in cases where defendants were seeking compassionate release from prison. Two of the clients we represented were released from prison as a result of the advocacy of our students. (Spring 2020, Fall 2021)

Comparative Juvenile Law:  The United States, Latin America & the Caribbean 
This week long course focused on the similarities and differences between juvenile criminal law and policy in the United States, Argentina, Uruguay, Brazil and the Caribbean. Several international human rights treaties related to children were also highlighted. (Summer 2013)

International Human Rights & Police Violence in the United States:  A Case Study of the 
Torture Tactics Used by the Chicago Police Department from 1970-1990 
This fifteen hour course focuses on the twenty year period that Commander Jon Burge of the Chicago Police Department trained police officers to engage in torture tactics that resulted in confessions from over 200 black men. The course highlights how activists and lawyers utilized federal and state civil rights, administrative, criminal laws, and international human rights treaties to achieve reparations for the survivors of police torture.  (Summer 2017 and Summer 2018)


International Human Rights & the United States War on Drugs
This week long course focused on the Mexico/U.S. War on Drugs and the legal issues raised by Mexican Nationals sentenced to death by the United States (May 2008)


The Innocence Movement & Wrongful Incarceration in the United States 
This semester long law school course was designed as part of our pro bono Innocence Clinic where students assisted pro bono attorneys in interviewing, investigating and representing individuals pursuing wrongful incarceration claims. (2013 – 2015)
  

Know Your Rights: 4th, 5th & 6th Amendment Law for Teenagers 
This course was designed to teach a wide variety of skills to middle school and high school students including conflict resolution, negotiations, and self-advocacy. To design and teach this course I collaborated with over 30 law students who desired to help teenagers avoid being trapped in the school-to-prison pipeline.  (2014– 2016)

Diversity Training for Judges
Developed a 2 hour program for newly appointed and elected judges in the Pinellas County court system that focused on implicit bias and judicial decision making.  

Developed a 3 hour program for judges and court personnel for the West Palm Beach County court system that focused on implicit bias and the importance of diversity and inclusivity in court services. Facilitated discussions of local attorneys and court personnel with members of the judiciary.
