HONORARY DOCTORATE

BILL ROBERTS

Bill Roberts, a Florida native, resides in Tampa, where he has built a distinguished career spanning telecommunications, 
real estate, public policy and community leadership. He has been married to his wife, Beverly, for 40 years, and together 
they have raised three children.

After graduating from Stetson University, Bill began his career operating WJBS radio station in DeLand, where he 
also broadcasted numerous Stetson athletic events. He soon transitioned into the emerging cable television industry, 
launching a 40-year career de#ned by innovation and impact.

Bill was a pioneer in advancing local television over cable systems and an early adopter of satellite delivery for television 
distribution. He also contributed to the expansion of internet infrastructure, developing #ber optic-based businesses in 
the Midwest. Over his career, he helped create more than 50 community cable systems across Florida and the Southeast, 
including in St. Petersburg, suburban New Orleans and Charleston, South Carolina.

!ese systems were among the #rst to o"er advanced services such as two-way video, remote banking and expanded 
channel capacity—helping drive the industry’s growth. His work also supported important regulatory and operational 
improvements. In recognition of his contributions, Bill was inducted into the Cable TV Pioneers in 2005.

In recent years, Bill has focused on improving the Tampa Bay region, particularly in transportation planning. He 
represents Tampa International Airport on the Transportation Policy Organization and has received recognition from 
Hillsborough and Pasco counties for his leadership in regional initiatives.

Bill’s commitment to community service is extensive. He is a past-president of the Rotary Club of Tampa Bay, serves 
on several community boards, and is active in commercial real estate as the owner of a brokerage #rm. He also chaired a 
10-year e"ort with Florida Realtors to reduce taxes on commercial rents and led the Government A"airs Committee for 
many years. In 2017, he received a Lifetime Achievement Award for his contributions to the industry.

Currently, Bill manages a Tampa-based group of companies focused on environmental sustainability, including water and 
soil remediation, wetlands mitigation, and a regenerative vegetable farm. !ese e"orts utilize advanced technologies to 
improve natural resources for future generations.

THE UNIVERSITY SEAL
!e circular seal of Stetson University was "rst adopted between 1889 and 1891, around the time the name of the 
institution changed from DeLand College to John B. Stetson University. It "rst appeared on a university catalog in 1891. 
!e drawing was done by an artist-in-residence and approved by President John F. Forbes, PhD, Henry DeLand and 
John B. Stetson, as well as by the Board of Trustees. !e Latin motto, “Pro Deo et Veritate,” is translated “For God and 
Truth.” !e lamp, signifying the “Light of Truth,” rests on the “Book of Wisdom.”

MACE
Maces were originally war instruments, but from the 13th century have been carried by the sergeant-at-arms of educational 
entities. !e mace symbolizes the dignity and authority of the President and the Board of Trustees. 
 
!e Stetson University mace, designed by Episcopalian Canon Edward Nason West of the Cathedral Church of St. John the 
Divine, New York, was presented to President J. Ollie Edmunds, PhD, in 1956.

THE FLAG
!e university #ag, designed by an alumna in 1976, features Stetson’s o%cial seal in the center, surrounded by the 
university’s colors of green and white. 

GONFALONS
Gonfalons are thought to have originated in western Europe during the Middle Ages, when such banners displayed 
the personal coat of arms of a nobleman and were used as war #ags hung from a horizontal bar and carried on a sta$ 
or suspended from a knight’s lance. As early as the 12th century, they were commonly used at state and religious 
ceremonies. Such pageantry "nds a place today in the academic ceremonies of many colleges and universities.

Prominently featuring the university seal and the name of the respective college or school, the gonfalons are richly 
hued in Stetson’s colors of green and white, accented by a luminous gold. !e stately Elizabeth Hall cupola graces each 
gonfalon as a symbol of our heritage.

!e bearers are outstanding members of the student body who have been selected by their respective dean for this honor.
